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BAPTISMAL PROCEDURES FOR CHILDREN

PRINCIPLES

CRITERIA

Baptism is not an end in itself.

Baptism is part of the spiritual journey that the child and his family go through. It should be one of the
spiritual milestones for the child and should be celebrated by his entire biological and spiritual family.

We recognize that spiritual covering is vital for the child. The child comes under the spiritual covering of
his parents. When his parents are part of the cell group/team, the child also enjoys the same level of
spiritual covering as his parents.

Subsequently when the child becomes a youth and joins the YouthNet, he also comes under the covering
of the YouthNet.

The following are the criteria for the child seeking baptism:-

1. Child must have attended an Encounter.

2. Child must be part of a cell or small group in GKidz.

3. Atleast one parent must be a member of FCBC and is part of a Cell.

4. Child has a personal relationship with Jesus.

5. One of the parents must attend the session on Water Baptism with the child during the Children Timothy
Encounter (applicable for children aged 7- 9 years old in Timothy Club).

PROCEDURE

1. The child requesting to be baptized must fill up the FCBC Membership Application Form (Child) by
Baptism/ Transfer/Statement obtainable at the Info Counter at TC and TCT.

2. The Team Pastor or his/her G12 leader is to interview all child candidates for baptism. This is to ensure
that the child’s decision is genuine and not made under coercion.

3. The Team Pastor or his/her G12 leader will conduct a one-to-one interview with the child candidate.
Parent(s) must sit in for the interview. The interview is to assess the child candidate’s beliefs and desire
for baptism and to determine the parental support.

4. After the interview, the Team Pastor will recommend the child candidate to enroll for the earliest
baptism.

5. The Team Pastor will endorse the FCBC Membership Application Form (Child) by
Baptism/Transfer/Statement and check the child’s testimony. ALL Sections are to be completed before a
child can be baptized and parental consent is compulsory for child below 21 years old.

6. The New Member’s Application Form with required signatures and photo must be received by the
Church office 10 days prior to the Baptism / Transfer date.

7. Candidates will not be considered for baptism if their documents are not completed and submitted by
the due date.

8. Upon submission of form and completion of interview, the child candidate will be baptised by one of the
Christian parents and the cell leader or Team Pastor in the baptismal service. The parents may invite the
child’s small group leader and friends to witness the baptism.

9. The names of the child candidate will then by published in the weekly bulletin.
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
