2)  Rules and agreements help to build 
trust and acceptance in a group 

3)  Every child can contribute to the 
setting of rules and agreements for 
the group!

Process and share with your child why these 
rules are set (TIP: focus on the character or 
virtue you want to see them grow in, rather 
than the action or behaviour that you want 
to see) 

•  ask your child what challenges do they have 
in honouring the rules and agreements at 
home. What can they do at home to help build 
trust and acceptance?
