F.A.T SUGGESTION
1) Help your child memorise and 
sign john 3:16 (Refer to 
appendix a)
2) Use  a toddler bible and read 
to your child the story about 
how Jesus was baptized and his 
3 years ministry
3) Jesus’ ministry was full of 
miracles and supernatural 
healing. Create supernatural 
moments by leading your child 
to pray for the sick in the 
family or extended family. 

Memory verse (mv) recital 
with signing actions is 
a good way to develop 
your child’s brain power 
to associate god’s word 
with corresponding 
hand actions.

Your child made a 
Jesus puppet using a 
paper bag.

Encourage your child 
to tell the stories 
he/she remembers from 
gkidz story time.
