F.A.T SUGGESTION
1) Doing homework as a family 

activity
- keeping our house clean 
and tidy is your child’s way 
of expression to minister to 
the lord

2) Praying as a family activity
- teaching your child to 
talk and act as a priest is 
more than wearing the 
priestly garment, it is to 
honour god with our word 
and praying for people who 
are in need

3) Listening to god as a family 
activity
- use the telephone craft to 
practice with your child to 
hear the voice of god and 
obey him. 
- This is one of the most 
powerful ways to minister 
to the lord – obey his voice

The importance of role 
playing in children is 
incredible. Children are 
very likely to “make-
believe” and may even 
concoct an imaginary 
friend or two. This is 
perfectly healthy and, in 
fact, it may lead to the 
formation of theories 
and ideas in the mind. 
This helps to improve the 
child’s thinking skills 
and works on parts of 
the brain that exercises 
thinking, reasoning, 
communication, and 
sequencing events

- Imaginative play not 
only aids 
intellectual 
development but 
also improves 
children’s social 
skills and their 
creativity. In 
addition it gives 
children a chance to 
play out events that 
they have observed 
or experienced in 
real life.

- As you role-play the 
story of Samuel, your 
child can be 
“Samuel”, daddy 
pretends to be 
“elkanah” and mummy 
“Hannah”. 

- The opportunity to 
role play the bible 
story not only helps 
to reinforce the 
story but also to 
develop social skill 
in a fun and safe 
environment.
